A second Bridge window will appear which is identical to the first. Click
and drag one of the windows to your second monitor.

On the monitor that you
want the image to appear
\full screen, click on the
arrow on the top toolbar in
the Workspace row. From
the drop down menu
choose Preview.

Note ->

If you see many
thumbnails instead of a
single image, look for a
Preview tab and Content
tab. Click on Preview.
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It is important to note that like

Photoshop, Lightroom allows us

to perform non-destructive editing

of our images. In Photoshop, we

apply adjustment layers to make

changes so we don’t bruise the

pixels. While we may not see the

layers in Lightroom, we always

have access to the tools used to

tweak our images. Because

Lightroom preserves our original out-of-the-camera image, we can
always return to it without having to dig through our archives.

As users of Adobe Camera Raw and Bridge, some
of us may not get the value of Lightroom — seeing it
as a duplication of the tools we already have. Even
the most die-hard ACR/Bridge users must, how-
ever, have an appreciation for the “one-stop-
shopping” afforded by the software. To access the
tools available in the single Lightroom interface, we
would have to run three programs: Bridge for sort-
ing and rating, Adobe Camera Raw and Photoshop
for imaging editing. Ease of use is what Adobe
was going for and the single interface contributes to that goal.

Having said that, do not expect to waltz into Lightroom and know in-
tuitively what to do. The price of powerful software is the steep
learning curve we face to make best use of the tools. Even a sea-
soned professional like Weigand can get tripped up by the incredible
number of options Lightroom puts in front of us. While it is true that
Lightroom has the potential to streamline one’s digital workflow, be
prepared to spend a significant amount of time learning and practic-
ing the software.

For those who have been intimidated by the Adobe Camera Raw and
Bridge applications, and there-
fore avoided using them — look
carefully at Lightroom. Adobe
has bundled the power of
these programs into one pack-
age — and Weigand might sug-
gest they did a better job and
that it’s time to jump into the
pool. “Come on it,” he might
say, “the water is fine!”
